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Access arrangements

The year 6 cohort will be split across the school so that they can receive the correct support for 
them as individuals. This reflects standard classroom practise. 


Most children do not require any access arrangements and will be in their classrooms with two 
adults to support with any questions. Some children may require: additional time, a reader, 
prompter, quiet space. 


This has been organised and set in previous mock SATs to allow the children to receive a true 
experience.

Supporting your child in preparing for the SATs
